All rules, procedures, practises, institutions, standards, norms, that set,
monitor, enforce the economic aspects (tariffs, service standards) under
given policy objectives. It includes more than just the regulatory agency.

Operates in an environment in which Policy, Regulation and Service

Background information on the rationale of this project and on progress in drafting normative
documents under the UNECE-SDC project titled “Implementation of targets and target dates set out in
the Order of the Minister of Environment and the Minister of Health of 20 October 2010 to implement
the Protocol on Water and Health in the Republic of Moldova” In 2014 Moldova signed an Association
Agreement with the European Union. It envisages, inter alia, the approximation of its legislation with
the EU acts, including those concerning water supply and sanitation (Annex Xl of the Association
Agreement). Moldova has also supported the UN General Assembly Resolution of equitable access to
water and sanitation for all. In December 2005, the Republic of Moldova became a Party to the
Protocol on Water and Health to the 1992 UNECE Convention on the Protection and Use of
Transboundary Watercourses and International Lakes. In 2009-10, the Swiss Agency for Development
and Cooperation (SDC) and UNECE implemented a project on “Setting of targets and target dates
under the Protocol on Water and Health in the Republic of Moldova”. As a result of this project, the
Minister of Environment and the Minister of Health signed on 20 October 2010, the Order No. 91/704
on the approval of the list of targets and target dates for the implementation of the Protocol on Water
and Health. The challenge of implementing the aforesaid international obligations and targets under
the Protocol on Water and Health is especially significant in rural areas.





ELABORATION OF NORMS AND STANDARDS FOR WATER SUPPLY AND SANITATION
IN SMALL RURAL SETTLEMENTS. MOTIVATION

* One of the main reasons is outdated regulatory standards, which require the
construction of excessive capacity of water supply and sewerage is much higher than the
actual demand for water in rural areas of Moldova This is primarily related to the use of
design and construction standards - SNiPs2 developed in the Soviet Union - which
impose excessive demands on the development of systems without taking into account
the real demand for water, which has considerably decreased due to the introduction of
management measures, including the installation of individual meters and setting
realistic tariffs. Compliance with these standards is not reasonable, expensive and hardly
accessible

e The new WSS Strategy 2014 -28 (hereinafter - WSS Strategy), approved by the above-
mentioned decision of the government called for a revision of the regulation in order to
facilitate the creation of the most reliable, simple and inexpensive solutions in rural
areas

- It provides a solution for the installation of fire hydrants only on networks with an estimated diameter
of at least 90mm and only - near major public buildings - schools, kindergartens, medical facilities,
which allows refilling of fire fighting equipment for extinguishing fires in other buildings.
